Prior to becoming the Project Director for the
New Jersey Center on Deafblindness, she assumed the responsibilities of
the Transition Coordinator at the Marie Katzenbach School for the Deaf in
West Trenton, New Jersey and led programs such as Community-based Instruction and Person
Centered Approaches in Schools and Transition. She completed her training through The Boggs
Center as a PCAST facilitator. Through her role as transition coordinator, Heather worked with
students with deaf-blindness collaborating with the New Jersey Commission for the Blind and
Visually Impaired, the Helen Keller National Center and NJCDB for transition services and post
secondary planning needs. Heather is fluent in American Sign Language and is dedicated and
passionate about supporting the individual needs of students and families in our community.
